The international umpire clinic went well- we had hiccups along the way, but still lots of learning, schooling, experience and international comradery was had by all.

Umpiring schematics, diagrammatic instruction, practical schematics and on field continued schooling took place- lessons were learnt, but the rules prevailed to all umpires.

Interesting to see how some countries relate to harsh ruling, and others seem to accept as a part of life- but the rule book was thrashed out, practical personal hands on experience was the order of the day and I am very happy to say SA still are leaders in umpiring.

We thank our international visitors for participating with us, and gladly, 5 countries are on the same page in umpiring towards 2019 world cup.
